Rules for Disc Golf Scramble Tournament

1. Tee off will begin at 11am, with groups spread out throughout the course (shotgun style). A match will consist of 9 holes. 

2. Maximum of 18 teams allowed to register for the tournament with no more than 2 teams starting on the same hole.

3. Each team registering for the Disc Golf Tournament will be required to pay a $40entry fee if paid on or prior to May 1 (early registration deadline) or a $50 entry fee is if paid after May 1 up until day of event (May7).

4. You will register as a team and one score will be submitted by the team. Play will be conducted in a scramble style. Scramble style play consists of each player throwing a disc, with the best toss taken at the discretion of the team. 

5. If a team member is not able to play after the team has been registered, a substitute player may be added up until tee off time on day of event. 

6. In the event that a team is registered and does not show up for the event, the registration fee will be forfeited. 

7. In general, all throws must take place within a 1.5 foot radius behind the landing site of the previous throw. While throwing, the disc must be released before the player steps across the landing point of the previous throw. 

8. Out-of-bounds throws will result in a 1 stroke penalty, only if all 4 players on a team land out-of-bounds. Generally, this consists of discs that come to rest entirely surrounded by water, surrounded by concrete (road, sidewalk, etc) or caught 6 feet or higher off the ground. In the case of all teammates throwing a disc out-of-bounds on the same toss, play will resume within a three-foot radius at or behind the point where the chosen disc left the field of play. 

9. For throws that are not technically out-of-bounds, but constitute a poor lie (e.g. stuck in a thick tree, but within 6 feet of the ground), the players will have the choice of playing the lie or using the out-of-bounds rules and taking a 1 stroke penalty. Again, this is only if all 4 players discs are in a poor lie or out-of-bounds area.

10. You are never allowed to harm/damage foliage in order to improve your line-of-site. For example, branches can be gently bent back by the thrower, but broken branches will result in an ineligible throw. 

11. You have 10 minutes to retrieve a lost disc. After this time the disc is deemed lost and out-of-bounds rules are used from where the area where disc is believed to be. 

12. There is a 7 stroke rule for each hole; meaning the maximum number of strokes any team will take on a hole is 7. 

13. If two teams are paired together on the same hole, it is up to the teams to determine which team will throw first. All 4 players on that team will throw their first throw and then all 4 players on the next team will throw their first throw. After driving, the team with the lie farthest from the basket takes the next shot with all 4 players throwing their second throw before moving to the other team’s second throws. The team with the lowest score on the hole will tee off first on the next hole. 

14. No mulligans allowed. 

15. If more than one team has the same final score, each team will chose one player to compete in a play-off starting with the first hole and advancing through the holes numerically until only one player remains.

16. No alcohol is allowed on the disc golf course.
