THE CITY OF AUBURN, NEMAHA COUNTY, NEBRASKA

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORIGINAL SECTIONS 98.065, 98.066, 98.067, & 98.077 OF
THE CITY OF AUBURN, NEBRASKA, CODE OF ORDINANCES RELATING TO: THE KEEPING
OF PIT BULL DOGS; THE REGISTERED KEEPING REQUIREMENTS OF PIT BULL DOGS; THE
LEASH AND MUZZLE REQUIREMENT FOR PIT BULL DOGS; AND FAILURE TO COMPLY
WITH SAID REQUIREMENTS; TO REPEAL SECTIONS 98.068 & 98.078 & ALL OTHER
ORDINANCES OR RESOLUTIONS OR PARTS THEREOF IN CONFLICT WITH THIS
ORDINANCE FROM THE CITY CODE; AND TO DECLARE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF AUBURN, NEMAHA COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

SECTION 1. Sections 98.065, 98.066, and 98.067 of the City of Auburn, Nebraska, Code of
Ordinances are amended, consistent with Code § 35.10, to read as follows:
"'§98.065 KEEPING OF REGISTERED PIT BULL DOG WITHIN CITY LIMITS.

(A)  PIT BULL DOG means and includes any of the following dogs:
(1) The Staffordshire Bull terrier breed of dogs;
(2) The American Pit Bull Terrier breed of dogs;
(3) The American Staffordshire Terrier breed of dogs;

(4) Dogs that have the appearance and characteristics of being predominately of the
breeds of dogs known as Staffordshire Bull Terrier, American Pit Bull Terrier, or American Staffordshire
Terrier."

(B) It shall be unlawful to keep, harbor, own or, in anyway, possess within the corporate limits of
the city any pit bull dog, except as provided for in Code §98.066 - Registered Keeping, herein below.

§98.066 REGISTERED KEEPING.

The provision of §98.065(B) is not applicable to owners, keeper or harborers of pit bull dogs
registered with the city. The keeping of the dogs, however, shall be subject to the following provisions of
this subchapter.

§98.067 LEASH AND MUZZLE

(A) No persons shall permit a registered pit bull dog to go outside its kennel or pen unless the dog
is securely leashed with a leash no longer than four feet in length. No person shall permit a pit bull dog to
be kept on a chair, rope, or other type of leash outside its kennel or pen unless a person is in physical
control of the leash. The dogs may not be leashed to inanimate objects such as trees, posts, buildings, and
the like. In addition, all pit bull dogs on a leash outside the animal’s kennel must be muzzled by a
muzzling device sufficient to prevent the dog from biting persons or other animals. Penalty, see § 98.999.

(B) Pit bull dogs and included bully breeds and mixes who are gentle and well trained can geta
muzzle exemption if they apply for and received Breed Ambassador Status.

(i) Breed Ambassador Requirements include:
(1) Provide proof that the dog has been licensed and vaccinated.
(2) Provide proof of compliance with the following provisions of this subchapter,
specifically sections 98.070-98.072.

Aubum, NE City Ordinance
Amendment Pit Bull Dog
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(3) Have had no City violation of any animal ordinance by this dog.

(ii) Once the dog receives the Breed Ambassador Designation the dog can exchange the muzzle
for a Breed Ambassador Vest proclaiming the dog’s status.
(1) when outside a fenced area, the dog will need to wear both a harness and collar with a
connector and be restrained with a six (6) foot leash.
(2) Breed ambassadors need to re-up their status each year.
(3) Breed ambassadors can’t violate any pet ordinances or their status could be revoked.

§98.077 FAILURE TO COMPLY.
It shall be unlawful for the owner, keeper, or harborer, of a pit bull dog registered with the City to
fail to comply with the requirements and conditions set forth in this subchapter. Failure to comply will

result in the revocation of the license of the animal resulting in the immediate removal of the animal from
the City. Penalty Sect. see §98.999.”

SECTION 2. Auburn City Code §98.069 SIGNS; §98.070 INSURANCE; §98.071 MICROCHIP;
§98.072 SPAYING AND NEUTERING; §98.073 REPORTING REQUIREMENTS; §98.074 SALE OR
TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP; §98.075 ANIMALS BORN OF REGISTERED DOGS; §98.076
IRREBUTTABLE PRESUMPTIONS, shall remain in full force and effect herein.

SECTION 3. Auburn City Code §§ 98.068 and 98.078 are hereby repealed, along with all
Ordinances and Resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith.

SECTION 4. Provisions Severable. If any provision of this Ordinance or the application thereof
to any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions or
applications of this Ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and
to this end, the provisions of the Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.

SECTION 5. In accordance with City Code § 35.07, this Ordinance shall be in full force and
effect fifteen days from and after its passage, approval.

Applications
must be submitted to the City of Auburn Housing Committee for review and recommendation to
the City Council. Applications and supporting documentation are to be submitted to Auburn
City Hall, 1101 “J” Street, Auburn, NE 68305. This local grant funding is to encourage new
single family housing.

CITY OF AUBURN NEW HOUSE CONSTRUCTION GRANT

Funding is up to $10,000 which is paid in equal payments of $5,000. The first $5,000 can be
requested when footings are complete and the second (final) $5,000 is paid when the house is
completed and inspected as proposed in the application. The house must be completed within 12
months of grant approval.

House must have minimum square feet of 1,300 for homes built on new lots and 800 square feet
on lots where a dilapidated house was removed (infill project). Prefab housing and new
construction will be considered. Moving of a used house will not be considered.

The application must include the following information;

1. Name, address, phone number, and other information necessary to use in order to make
contact with applicant. Please note the preferred method of contacting applicant.
